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Discovering
Monroe County
M ore and more people are discovering Monroe County,

making it one of the fastest growing counties in East
Tennessee. The population has grown from 38,961 in

2000 to an estimated 45,648 in 2008. The county also boasts one of
the stateÕs lowest property tax rates, which is good for property
owners, but can make it difficult as local government tries to keep
up with the demands of the increasing number of residents.

Geographically, the county covers 635 square miles and is the
fifth largest in the state. The Cherokee National Forest encom-
passes approximately one-third of the county.

With Interstate 75 bordering one side of the county and
Highways 68 and 411 crossing through the center, residents and
visitors have easy access to surrounding areas, such as Knoxville,
Maryville, Athens and Chattanooga. There are approximately 65
industries in the county, providing jobs for Monroe County resi-
dents and people in surrounding counties.

With the beautiful mountains, Tellico Lake, historical sites, and

lots of small-town charm,
Monroe County offers some-
thing to please almost every-
one. The county includes four
incorporated towns, each with
its own distinct personality.

Madisonville is the county
seat and is the childhood home
of the late Sen. Estes Kefauver.
The county Courthouse, built
in 1897, sits in the middle of
downtown and has been
named an Historic Site and
Landmark. The City of
Madisonville and local volun-
teers raised money to create a
Veterans Memorial Park and
the large American flag at the
park can be seen from miles
around as people travel on
Highway 411 and Highway 68.
Madisonville also is home to
Hiwassee College, a two-year
United Methodist Church col-
lege founded in 1849.

Sweetwater is the countyÕs
largest town and is located just
off Interstate 75. The historic
downtown area has been revi-
talized in past years and fea-
tures many antique and gift
shops and an art gallery. Just
outside Sweetwater, people
can explore AmericaÕs largest
underground lake at The Lost
Sea. Each weekend hundreds
of people can be found search-
ing for bargains at Sweetwater
Flea Market, a large indoor flea
market just off Interstate 75
Exit 60.

Vonore is best know for its
historical sites and Tellico
Lake, a popular attraction for
fishermen and boaters.
Historical sites include the
Sequoyah Birthplace Museum
and Fort Loudoun State
Historic Area. The museum is
a tribute to the Cherokee who

lived in East Tennessee and
Sequoyah, who was born near
modern day Vonore, and creat-
ed a written language for the
Cherokee. Fort Loudoun is
part of the state park system
and features a reconstructed
18th-century fort, trails, fishing
pier, picnic areas and a visitors
center and museum. The town
also is home to the countyÕs
largest industrial parks includ-
ing several boat manufacturers
and a new biofuel refinery.

Tellico Plains is the countyÕs
smallest town but during the
weekends is a popular spot for
motorcyclists and car club
enthusiasts driving the scenic
Cherohala Skyway. The town

features several art galleries
and antique stores, a book
store, the Cherohala Skyway
visitors center and the Charles
Hall museum. And as the gate-
way to the Cherokee National
Forest and the Skyway, there
are miles of trails to explore,
cool mountain streams to wade
and fish in and picturesque
waterfalls.

The community of Coker
Creek in the southern corner of
the county also is home to sev-
eral art galleries and Buck
Bald, which offers a 360-degree
view of the surrounding
mountains.

The City of Madisonville
sits in the center of the popu-
lated area of Monroe County,
serving as both the county
seat and a gateway to the
Cherokee National Forest. 

Intersected by Highways
68 and 411, the town offers
two parks, various restau-
rants, both national chains
and locally owned establish-
ments, a high school that
serves students from
Madisonville and Vonore
and a courthouse that is
more than 100 years old.

On Highway 411, there sits
the VeteranÕs Memorial Flag.
A giant monument, one of
the biggest flags in
Tennessee, the memorial is
dedicated to all Monroe
County veterans who have

served in the military.
The town is always grow-

ing, inviting in new busi-
nesses and has a low proper-
ty tax rate of 52 cents. An
ever-expanding community,
the town had a population of
3,033 in 1990, had risen to
3,939 by 2000 and is now
estimated to be around 4,500.

The town is governed by a
board of aldermen and a
mayor. Alfred McClendon
was elected to a second term
as mayor in 2006. 

McClendon is the first
black mayor in
MadisonvilleÕs history. Bill
Spradlin, Glenn Moser, Linda
Garrett Hensley, Bobby
Bruner and Sherry Anderson
serve as aldermen.

Sweetwater:The Largest Town
SweetwaterÕs past owes

much to the cityÕs central loca-
tion in a valley stretching
through Central East
Tennessee. Its past also owes
much to Sweetwater Creek, the
many springs and the railroad
running through the center of
town. All those attributes
attracted settlers to the area.

I.T. Lenoir is credited with
founding the town, which was
incorporated in 1875. The town
grew at a steady pace, number-
ing more than 1,000 people by
the start of the 20th Century.
The town was nearly
destroyed by a fire in 1905
ignited by a lightning strike.

Sweetwater thrived as a mill
town throughout much of the
1900s but remained a small
town.

As the 20th century turned
over to the 21st century, the
question remained: would
Sweetwater remain a Òbed-
roomÓ town, where people
come to enjoy quiet times after
working in another town?

Or would the city find
another niche?

With easy access to Interstate
75, an extensive recreation
complex and a growing down-
town antique market,
Sweetwater, population 6,567,
offers newcomers and old-
timers plenty to do and see.

There is ample lodging in

Sweetwater and attractions like
the Lost Sea and Sweetwater
Flea Market.

City government
The Sweetwater Mayor and

Board of Commissioners make
the decisions for the largest
city in Monroe County. Mayor
Jim Stutts chairs the monthly
board meetings. But Stutts will
step down as mayor in the
summer of 2009 after the June
election.

Five voting commissioners
make up the board and are
elected to four-year terms. The
mayor and commissioners

oversee an annual budget of
about $4.4 million for the town. 

Currently serving as com-
missioners are: James Matoy
(Parks and Recreation), Tommy
Haun (Fire), David Cleveland
(Codes Enforcement), Buster
West (Streets) and Bill Stockton
(Police). Stockton and Matoy
are up for re-election June 11.

The Mayor and Board of
Commissioners holds regularly
scheduled city meetings at 7
p.m. on the first Monday of
each month at City Hall.

The commission also holds
public workshops at 5 p.m. on
the fourth Monday of the

month.
Persons wishing to get on

the monthly agenda for the
regular commission meeting
must fill out a form at City
Hall by noon the Friday before
the regular monthly workshop,
which is held at 5 p.m. on the
fourth Monday of the month.

For the nature lover, Coker
Creek offers Mother Nature at
her finest with unprecedented
mountain views, tranquil
trout streams and some of the
best hiking trails in the area. 

Enjoy a picnic on Buck Bald
Ð a clear mountain top with a
360-degree view of three
states on a clear day. The
Cherokee National Forest
Service provides amenities
such as tables, grills and

benches, so remember to take
a picnic and your camera. 

Be sure to visit Coker Creek
Falls, approximately eight
miles south of the Welcome
Center. A short hike from the
parking lot follows Coker
Creek as it meanders over a
series of stair-step falls. 

Revisit history as you walk
along the oldest known travel
route in North America Ñ the
Unicoi Turnpike Trail.
Declared a Millennium Trail
in 2000, this path has been
worn down by centuries of
use from Native Americans,
soldiers, and pioneers. It is
also the first known toll road
and part of the route of the
Trail of Tears.

Visit tennesseeoverhill.org

historic trail. Also near Coker
Creek, hikers can connect

with nature via the Benton-
McKaye and John Muir Trails.

Gold Discovered
Gold! Gold was discovered

in the Southeast Tennessee
mountains in the late
1820s. With relative peace
among the settlers and
Cherokees, gold mining flour-
ished in the area with as
many as 1,000 people work-
ing in mines and panning the
creeks.

After a disruption by the
Civil War and the discovery
of much larger gold deposits
in the west, mining in the
area became sporadic, but
lasted until the 1970s.

Though most have yet to
strike it rich, folks still come
from all over to pan of gold in
Coker Creek. 

Arts & Crafts
Traditional mountain crafts

such as basket making, pot-
tery, quilting, weaving, wood-
carving and twig furniture
have been a way of life in the
Southern Appalachians for
hundreds of years. These
skills have been passed down
through generations and still
continue to be a large part of
the community. Explore sev-
eral shops and galleries that
feature local arts and crafts,
and maybe spot an artist at
work.

For more information about
Coker Creek, visit the
Welcome Center and Post
Office located at mile marker
34 on Highway 68.

Although MACA has
become well-known as a pre-
senter of world-class enter-
tainment, the most important
part of its mission involves
educational programming for
the children of Monroe
County. MACA offers school
performances at a low cost to

County, artist residencies
such as Fiber Arts in the
Classroom, arts performance
camps with scholarships for
students who cannot afford
the fee, the Missoula
ChildrenÕs Theatre Workshop,
and a variety of other work-
shops and residencies. 

MACA has also supported
the work of visual artists. In
2004, MACA published ÒAn
Old Man Has Visions,Ó quali-
ty paperback book which
highlights the life and career
of Monroe County woodcarv-
er James Bunch, now 91 years
old. 

Since 2006, MACA has
sponsored Tennessee Does
Textiles, the SoutheastÕs most
unique wearable art show,
which features the work of
some of the SoutheastÕs finest
fiber artists.

Grammy Award winner
Barbara Bailey Hutchinson
came for three singing and
guitar playing performances
aimed at reading, tolerance,
and womenÕs contributions in
history. Storyteller Jim Pfitzer
is doing a week-long work-
shop with the fourth graders.
He will teach them to identi-
fy a story from their own
lives worth telling, how to
write the story and then how
to tell the story. Ropemasters
will also be performing for
the children, showing them
unique tricks using jump
ropes and encouraging them
to stand up to negative peer
pressure.

SVCA events include a
Christmas Concert and
Spring Concert with commu-
nity singers, a performance
by Dr. Hugh McCampbell on
Feb. 7 at Sweetwater
Elementary, and the annual
Twilight Festival in the Duck
Park. The festival, consisting
of a free concert every sum-
mer month, will include sev-
eral new acts to the commu-
nity.

Fort Loudoun 
State Historic Area

During the French and
Indian War (1754-1763) the
British Colony of South
Carolina felt threatened by
French activities in the
Mississippi Valley. To counter
this threat, the colony sent the
Independent Company of
South Carolina to construct and
garrison what became Fort
Loudoun. This move helped to
ally the Overhill Cherokee
Nation in the fight against the
French and guaranteed the
trade would continue between
the Cherokee and South
Carolina. In the course of the
fortÕs four-year existence, rela-
tions between South Carolina
and the Cherokee Nation broke
down. In August 1760, the
Cherokee captured Fort
Loudoun and its garrison.

Now part of the Tennessee
State Park system, the 1,200-
acre Fort Loudoun State
Historic Area includes a recon-
structed fort, picnic areas, hik-
ing trails, fishing pier, museum
and visitor center.

Tellico Blockhouse
The Blockhouse was built in

1794 and marked a significant
turning point in United States
and Indian policy. While the
Blockhouse was a military fort,
its primary purpose was to pro-
tect the Cherokee from contin-
ued white advances into the
valley. In 1796, the United
States Government built a trad-
ing post adjacent to the
Blockhouse to dispense sup-
plies to the Cherokee. In addi-
tion, the Blockhouse complex
served as the primary location
for the War DepartmentÕs
Indian agent until 1801 in what
is today East Tennessee. 

Sequoyah Birthplace Museum
The mission of the Sequoyah

Birthplace Museum, a property
of the Eastern Band of
Cherokee Indians located on
Highway 360 in Vonore, is to
promote the understanding and
appreciation of the history and
culture of the Cherokee Indians
in Eastern Tennessee, particu-
larly the life and contributions
of Sequoyah. 

Sequoyah, a Cherokee Indian
who created a Cherokee writing
system, lived from 1776 to 1843.

Tellico Lake
The Tellico Reservoir covers

portions of Blount, Loudon and
Monroe counties. Tellico Lake
covers 12,643 acres and has 360.8
miles of shoreline. The Tellico
Dam was approved in 1966 to
divert the flow from the nearby
Little Tennessee River through a

short canal into Fort Loudoun
Reservoir. Construction began
March 7, 1967 and was complet-
ed in November 1979.

Lost Sea
Deep inside a mountain near

Sweetwater in East Tennessee is
a remarkable body of water
known as the Lost Sea. Listed
as AmericaÕs largest under-
ground lake, the Lost Sea is
part of an extensive and historic
cave system called Craighead
Caverns.

Throughout its early history
there were consistent rumors of
a large underground lake some-
where deep within the cave,
but it was not actually discov-
ered until 1905. 

The full extent of the Lost Sea
is still not known despite the
efforts of teams of divers armed
with modern exploration
equipment. The visible portion
of the lake is 800 feet long by
220 feet wide. 

Glass-bottomed boats pow-
ered by electronic motors carry
visitors out onto the lake which
is stocked with some of the
largest Rainbow Trout in
Tennessee.

Beneath the calm waters of
the four-and-a-half acre lake
divers have discovered an even
larger series of rooms complete-
ly filled with water. More than
13 acres of water have been
mapped so far and still no end
to the lake has been found.
